Drop to reduce the target 
by getting next to an item

Do Not Panic!

EARTHQUAKE

Evacuate the building when the 
shaking stopped by taking your 

valuables (wallet, cell phone, car 
keys, etc.) with you that will not 

hinder your evacuation

Do not use the elevator for evacuation!
Follow emergency direction signs during 

evacuation

Inform the authorities / search and 
rescue teams if the building has 
collapsed and if there are any 

trapped people when you reach the 
assembly area 

Follow the instructions of the 
authorities

Do not use mobile phones except
emergencies! Use SMS and internet
based applications to avoid keeping

lines busy

Be ready for aftershocks

Stay away from damaged buildings and 
power lines around you, do not stand 

between vehicles in car parks, 
remember that they can be move by 

aftershocks

Do not return to the building or 
risky area until to officials inform 

you that it is safe to do so

NO Cover to protect your 
head, neck and vital 

organs

Hold on to avoid being 
driven away by the force 

of the quake, and wait 
until the shaking 

stopped

Quickly evacuate without 
running and go to the 

emergency assembly area

Beware of hazards from 
underground sewer, electricity and 

gas lines, Stay away from the 
seaside

If you are driving, stop the vehicle in 
a safe place (away from bridges, 

viaducts and tunnels) and wait for 
the shaking stop inside the vehicle
