
If you smell gas 
(smell of rotten garlic or 

strong smell) in your area, 
take the following steps!

Prevent other people from 
entering this area, inform the 

people around!

Do not open the lighting 
switches if they are off or turn 
off the lighting switches and 
electrical devices if they are 
on, as this will cause sparks!

Ventilate the environment!

Act according to Fire and Explosion Flowcharts when necessary!

Evacuate 
immediately by

help professional
