Chemical Spillage Flowchart

Go to the safe area and stand by 
for the guidance of the Professional 

intervention teams!
Prevent entrances to the area.

Take and use the nearest "Chemical/Biological Spill Kit!
(Apply barrier-forming sausages and absorbent pads, 

absorb to stop the flow of fluid before it has a chance to 
spread)

If possible, stop the source of the spilled 
material!

(The easiest way is to turn off a valve or 
upright a knocked bottle)

Collect the materials you used in the intervention and put them in 
the hazardous waste bag included in the kit!

If there are broken glass etc., collect them with the shovel included 
in the kit and put them in a separate hazardous waste bag!
(As a precaution against the possibility of tearing the bag)

Clean the area in detail, put the materials you use for cleaning and 
personal protective equipment in the hazardous waste bag, tie it up 

with a plastic clamp and send it to the hazardous waste collection 
container.

Even if the spill is cleaned without the intervention of the professional 
teams, notify and ensure that the incident is recorded!
