Press the Fire Alert Button!

Do Not Panic!

FIRE 

Warn those around you by shouting
Fire, Fire, Fire!

Dial
‘0212 338 1122’ 

and Report!

Do the first intervention to the fire with the 
existing fire extinguishing equipment without 

putting your life in danger.

Close the door of the fire area so that the fire 
does not spread, evacuate the building by 
taking your valuables that will not prevent 

your evacuation

Do not use the elevator for evacuation!

Follow emergency direction signs during 
evacuation

If you need to pass through a smoky area, 
move close to the wall crouching down, if the 

smoke is very dense, crawl 30 to 60 
centimeters above the ground

If possible, cover your mouth and nose with 
your clothing to protect against fumes that 

contain hot, toxic and suffocating gas

When you reach the emergency assembly 
area, inform the authorities, fire brigade and 

search and rescue teams about the location of 
the fire and those who were stuck!

Do not return to the building or risky area till 
further notice!

Find a safe place and 
take shelter, close the 
door without locking it

Plug all gaps such as 
under the door, door 

edge

Call 0212 338 1122 and 
report your location 

where you are trapped 
due to the fire

If there is a window in 
your shelter, open the 
window to show your 

place and shout for 
help

Wait to be rescued, 
don't jump out of the 
window or balcony!

Stay away from the risky area! 
Stand by in a safe area to guide 

emergency teams

If your clothes catch 
fire apply the 

Stop – Drop – Roll 
principle
